Tax Benefits -

An Instant Increase in Profit
Commercial organizations are exempted from the
following taxes and duties when located in a city of
50,000 or less:
® Income tax;
® Fees to the National Fund for Support of
Producers of Agricultural Products and Foods and
Agrarian Science;
® Property tax (immovable property);
® Road taxes and duties;
® Local taxes and duties.

Tax preferences are granted for a period of 5 years
from the time the commercial organization is estab-
lished.

Enterprises with qualifying levels of foreign invest-
ment may be exempted from custom duties and the
value-added tax for the importation of technologi-
cal equipment used in production.

Commercial organizations located in qualifying
cities have the right to apply a decreased tax rate
using the following simplified taxation system:

® 5% of gross revenue: for organizations that do
not pay value-added tax;

® 3% of gross revenue: for organizations that pay
value-added tax.
